AUTOMOBILE PARKING INSTRUCTIONS

Normally our plans try to preclude the necessity of cars backing up.  In those cases where it is necessary, be particularly alert to any dangers.  Watch the rear of the car and direct the driver.  Remember:  SAFETY is paramount!

When you ascertain that an automobile belongs to one of the neighbors, give them a windshield pass.  
Allow official visitors, who will be there only a short time, to park in one of the Administrative Parking places.  These will be people from the Home Tour Board delivering supplies, responding to a problem at the home, etc.  This does not include Press, Sponsors or 2016 Homeowners taking the Tour.
BOAT DOCKING INSTRUCTIONS

Unfortunately a few of the boat operators will be very inexperienced.  As the boat approaches the dock, it is usually obvious whether the operator is experienced or not.  If in doubt, ASK the operator if he/she needs any help and then coach him/her into the landing.  Remember, SAFETY is paramount! There will be Tour Guides at the dock that provide water and land directions to additional homes on the tour in case you encounter someone unprepared to navigate between the tour homes.
In all cases, be ready to receive the line thrown from the boat.  Pull the boat gently into the berth and tie it off to the cleats.

Make sure the boat is secure before any of the passengers begin to debark (and embark).  Assist the passengers in any way that you can, particularly the elderly and disabled.  Assist them out of the boat if they need help and assist them (and be particularly cautious) as they ascend (descend) the steps from the floater to the fixed dock.  These dangers become much more pronounced in windy conditions and especially if a large boat has just passed.  BE EXTREMELY AWARE OF WAKE CONDITIONS DURING DEBARKING, EMBARKING AND ASCENDING THE STEPS.

If the lake water level is low, using the fixed docks becomes dicier.  Be particularly careful when docking, debarking and embarking from boats that are berthed at the fixed dock.  If conditions appear to be dangerous, notify the Traffic Administrator immediately.  Only the Traffic Administrator can make the decision to close the fixed docks.  If the boat operator seems inexperienced, or if the boat has especially low gunwales (sides), you may want to suggest that they wait for a berth to open at the floater.

Do not allow any boats to "Raft Up".  This means that a boat will tie up to a boat that is already parked next to the dock.  Passengers would move across the docked boat to the dock.  This is NOT allowed!

There will be times when all available spots are occupied and boats are "in queue" waiting.  Try to note which were the first boats in queue and wave them in to the dock in the order they arrived when spots become available.
